
Let’s face it.  Head coach of the Buffalo Bills is not one of the glamour jobs in the NFL.  That was proven 
beyond a doubt last January when the Bills went looking for a replacement for Dick Jauron (ousted at mid-
season) and interim HC Perry Fewell.  Ninety-one-year-old owner Ralph Wilson even promised to spend top 
dollar to land a premium coach who would give his team a chance to get back in the playoffs for the first time 
since 1999.  However, Buffalo is not exactly a major market.  No billion-dollar super stadiums.  No monster, 
space-age scoreboards.  No sprawling urban megalopolis as a fan base.  Thus, fewer ancillary bucks flowing 
into the Bills’ modest coffers than they do for rich franchises, say, in Dallas, D.C., and N.Y.C.  But even with 
Wilson reportedly offering the coveted “total control” to some, the Bills’ owner was rebuffed after offers to, 
interviews for, or overtures toward such as Bill Cowher, Mike Shanahan, Jon Gruden, Mike Holmgren, Jim 
Harbaugh, Charlie Weis, Brian Schottenheimer (Jets’ offensive coordinator), and Leslie Frazier (Vikings’ 
defensive coordinator).

That frustration perhaps explains Wilson’s somewhat surprising hiring of the proven but unexciting (in 
terms of media pizzazz) Chan Gailey, whose record is better than many might believe. As the head man at 
Troy, Samford, Georgia Tech, Birmingham of the old WLAF, and Dallas, the gentlemanly Gailey is 98-62 with 
only one losing season (5-6 at Samford in 1993). He has also served as offensive coordinator for four different 
NFL teams (K.C. briefly LY). He will be working with new GM Buddy Nix, elevated from the Bills’ scouting 
staff after eight years in San Diego that followed eight in Buffalo.

It could have been predicted that the Bills were in for another tough year when offensive coordinator Turk 
Schonert was fired after completion of the team’s five preseason games, which Buffalo trailed by a combined 
score of 75-12 at halftime!  And the Bills’ excruciating season-opening 25-24 loss at New England (after Leodis 
McKelvin was stripped on a kickoff return in the closing minutes) was a harbinger of things to come.  Already 
breaking in two rookies (Gs Eric Wood & Andy Levitre) in their OL, luckless Buffalo was then beset by a 
seemingly unending series of injuries that affected virtually every position.  By the end of the season, the Bills 
led the league in players on injured reserve (20), the offensive line was Swiss cheese, Buffalo had used three 
QBs, the front seven was a sieve (the Bills were 30th vs. the run), and the secondary was down three starters, 
including glue-fingered rookie S Jairus Byrd (9 ints. in 14 games).

Not surprisingly, after 2009’s 6-10 finish (the snowy 30-7 finale victory over the half-hearted Colts was 
a virtual walkover), there are changes galore to start the Gailey era.  More than a dozen veterans, including 
Terrell Owens, have been released.  Gailey himself will take over the offense, which was 30th in passing and 
30th in scoring.  With the starting spot unsettled, the new QB coach will be CFL veteran George Cortez, who 
once helped develop Kyle Boller & Aaron Rodgers at Cal.  The defense, kept afloat LY by allowing only 14 
TDP vs. 28 interceptions, will change from a Tampa Two base to a 3-4.

Gailey says he has been pleasantly surprised by his team’s overall quickness and that young veteran QBs 
Trent Edwards (30 starts), Ryan Fitzpatrick (23 starts) and Brian Brohm (1 start; former No. 2 pick of Green 
Bay) will each have a chance to win the starting job.  The team hopes its 2010 top pick, homerun-hitting RB 
C.J. Spiller from Clemson, will be the Bills’ version of the Titans’ Chris Johnson, joining RBs Fred Jackson 
(1062 YR in ‘09), Marshawn Lynch (trade bait?), WR Lee Evans, and TE Shawn Nelson to form the nucleus 
of the offense.  Says Gailey, “I don’t worry about people’s feelings; I worry about scoring points.”  No. 5 pick 
T Ed Wang (Virginia Tech) is seeking to become the first full-blooded Chinese player (his father was a high 
jumper in China, his mother a hurdler; both have emigrated) to make the NFL, but he has a way to go.

On defense, CBs Terrence McGee & Leodis McKelvin are among the best, as is S Byrd, and there is 
veteran depth in the secondary.  The main question is how the front seven takes to the new 3-4, where long-
armed Marcus Stroud moves from DT to DE, and where No. 2 pick Torell Troup (his UCF team was fourth 
in the nation LY vs. the run) is being counted upon to rotate with Kyle Williams at NT.  OLBs Aaron Schobel

his Cowboys were 1-9 SU & 2-8 vs. the spread!

Last year’s strange 7-9 Miami season began with three frustrating losses and ended with three frustrating 
losses.  The ensuing Dolphins’ offseason was also strange in some respects, including GM Jeff Ireland 
apologizing for asking Oklahoma State WR Dez Bryant at one point in a pre-draft interview whether his 
mother was a prostitute.  That bizarre incident is unlikely to be forgotten, nor is the 2009 Miami campaign 
during which the defending AFC East champs saw their defense desert them time and again while they were 
transitioning to a rookie CB pair and being forced to speed up the development of young QB Chad Henne after 
veteran Chad Pennington went down with a shoulder injury in Game Three.

Along the way in 2009, the Dolphins swept the Jets and split with the Pats, but suffered many agonizing 
defeats.  Miami out-rushed Indy 239 to 61 and controlled the clock for 14:53, but still lost 27-23 to Peyton 
Manning and the Colts on Monday Night Football.  The Dolphins had the Saints on the ropes 24-3, but came 
apart to lose 46-34.  They gave up 21 points in the fourth quarter to lose at Buffalo 31-14.  They lost in OT at 
Tennessee after coming back from 24-6 in the third quarter.  And, with the playoffs still a possibility, Miami 
dropped its finale 30-24 to Pittsburgh when QBs Henne & Patrick White were both knocked from the game.  
The Dolphins lost No. 1 RB/Wildcat QB Ronnie Brown with a dreaded Lisfranc fracture of his foot in Game 
Nine.  And, with his defense (24th vs. the pass, 25th in points) criticized for being too predictable and too soft, 
coordinator Paul Pasqualoni was dismissed in January.

However, from the ashes of 2009 have sprung beaucoup reasons for hope in 2010.  Strong-armed, third-
year QB Chad Henne (61%, 12 TDs, 14 ints.; team-record 17 straight completions in Game 13) developed 
nicely and appears ready be a leader of the offense.  RB Ricky Williams (1121 YR, 4.7 ypc) carried the load 
so well in Brown’s absence that the 33-year-old says he might not retire following TY after all.  Davone Bess 
(76 recs., but only 2 TDs) blossomed as a receiver.  To give Henne the big-time target the Dolphins have been 
missing, VP Bill Parcells traded two No. 2 picks for sometimes troublesome 6-4 WR Brandon Marshall (102, 
104, 101 recs. with Denver the L3Ys).  And he dealt the disappointing Ted Ginn Jr. to San Francisco.  Parcells 
has worked before with “temperamental” players (Terry Glenn, Keyshawn Johnson, Terrell Owens), so it’s 
no surprise he signed Marshall (four years, $48 million; 24 guaranteed) and then powerful hot-head G Richie 
Incognito, dumped by the Rams LY, then the Bills.  Brittle QB Pennington was re-signed to be the No. 3 QB, 
with HC Tony Sparano saying White (termed by one reporter as “borderline terrible” as a passer) and Tyler 
Thigpen will fight it out for the No. 2 job.

With the exception of Marshall, more attention was paid to the defense (7 of 8 draft picks) than the offense 
in the offseason.  Former S.F. HC Mike Nolan (with Denver LY) is the new defensive coordinator, espousing 
an aggressive style of 3-4, dating from his earlier years with the Ravens.  It’s a big plus that second-year CBs 
Sean Smith (16 starts) and Vontae Davis (9 starts; 4 ints.) have a season under their belts.  S Yeremiah Bell led 
the team with 114 Ts LY, and 214-pound No. 5 pick Reshad Jones from Georgia has shown he might challenge 
at FS.  Fellow No. 5, CB Nolan Carroll, has flashed better-than-expected speed.  Aging OLBs Joey Porter & 
Jason Taylor combined for 16 sacks LY, but were allowed to leave in the interest of youth and speed looking 
forward.  The younger additions at LB are headlined by vet Karlos Dansby (5 years, $43 million) from Arizona, 
FA Tim Dobbins from San Diego, No. 2 Misi Koa from Utah, and No. 4 A.J. Edds from Iowa.  It is hoped the 
athletic Koa can join holdover Cameron Wake (5½ sacks) as quality pass rushers.

The defensive line is in a period of adjustment, with starting NT Jason Ferguson (36 in November) re-
signed despite his 8-game NFL substance-abuse suspension to begin the season.  Randy Starks (7 sacks at DE 
LY) is moving to NT to split time with Paul Soliai, with No. 1 pick Jared Odrick (7 sacks LY at Penn State) 
learning the 3-4 DE position.  2008 No. 2 pick Phillip Merling has disappointed.

Is the Pats’ party over?  Since New England’s 17-14 Super Bowl XLII loss in Arizona, the Pats missed the 
playoffs after finishing second to Miami in the AFC East in 2008, then they were blasted  33-14 by the Ravens 
in Foxborough in the AFC divisional round last season.  QB hero Tom Brady missed virtually all of ‘08 with 
an ACL tear, and at the end of LY he was laboring with finger, rib and shoulder injuries.  Mighty mite receiver 
Wes Welker, he of the 346 receptions the last three years, spent all of the past offseason rehabbing torn knee 
ligaments suffered in a non-contact injury in last season’s finale at Houston.  The Pats’ ground game is only 
slightly better than mediocre, 12th in the NFL in 2009, but produced just 4.1 ypc and only seven runs of 20 or 
more yards.  The banged-up, rebuilding defense inspired so little confidence from HC Bill Belichick that he 
went for the yardage in last season’s second-guess-producing decision at Indianapolis, then failed to gain two 
yards from the N.E. 28½ with 2:08 left while leading the Colts 34-28.  The Pats lost 35-34.

During the peak years of their dynasty from 2001-07, Belichick and the Patriots were famous for helpful 
assistant coaches, heady draft selections, and just-the-right-guy free-agent additions.  Is it now the case that a 
combination of assistant-coaching drain, defensive leadership vacuum, over-the-hill free-agent signees, and 
draft-day whiffs are stifling progress?  Gone are useful assistants such as Charlie Weis, Romeo Crennel, Eric 
Mangini and Josh McDaniels.  So too are the likes of clutch defenders such as Lawyer Milloy, Ty Law, Willie 
McGinnest, Mike Vrabel, Tedy Bruschi and Richard Seymour.  Pricey free-agent LB Adalius Thomas wasn’t 
the same intimidator he was with the Ravens; RB Fred Taylor & CB Shawn Springs couldn’t stay on the field 
LY.  And recent Pats’ drafts have been short on quality playmakers despite the quantity of the selections.  New 
England had only one victory as a visitor LY (vs. favorite whipping boy Buffalo).

Now, the Bill Parcells-designed Dolphins and the Rex Ryan-built Jets are more than breathing down the 
Pats’ necks.  They appear to be in the AFC East race, big-time, for the near future.  And it’s Belichick and the 
Patriots who have important questions to answer.  Can Brady (28 TDs, but 13 ints. LY) stay healthy?  Can 
Welker get healthy?  Is Randy Moss (13 TDC LY; now 33) due to decline?  Has N.E.’s fondness for shotgun, 
spread-formation football sapped its OL of its ability to crunch block?  What happened to the pass rush (only 
31 sacks LY)?  What’s up with all the soft zone coverage?  Will huge NT Vince Wilfork be as effective now 
that he’s signed a 5-year extension with $25 million guaranteed?

Many of these questions are likely to be answered this season.  And Bill Belichick’s reputation as a future 
Hall-of-Fame coach will be tested, as deep into this offseason, he was intending to enter the 2010 campaign 
without either a designated offensive coordinator or defensive coordinator.  QBs coach Bill O’Brien mostly 
handled the play-calling duties last year; Belichick will be move involved with the defensive unit TY.  If it’s 
true in football that vague beginnings invite chaotic endings, it should be an interesting year in Beantown.

The revered Brady says there was a lack of confidence and trust on the team last year.  “When the going 
got tough, we didn’t get going.  We weren’t a mentally tough team last year.  I think that’s been a big point of 
emphasis this offseason.”  And, of course, the intense Belichick is always thinking.  To rejuvenate the offense 
he’s added rookie TEs Rob Gronkowski & Aaron Hernandez and veteran TE Alge Crumpler, plus veteran WR 
Torry Holt (0 TDs with the Jags LY) and rookie Taylor Price.  No. 2 pick Gronkowski (6-6, 265), sidelined by 
back issues LY at Arizona, has exhibited big-time potential.

On defense, N.E. has re-signed DE Derrick Burgess (5 sacks LY) and has added veterans Gerrard Warren 
& Damione Lewis to help provide a deep DL rotation.  Young LB Tyrone McKenzie (ACL in camp LY) plus

draftees Brandon Spikes & Jermaine Cunningham (DE in college) have the potential to join solid starters Jerod Mayo & Tully Banta-Cain.  And it’s 
hoped CBs Devin McCourty (No. 1 TY) & Darius Butler (No. 2 LY) will be the starting tandem in the near future.  Belichick also hopes his drafting of 
super-sized punter Zoltan Mesko (6-4, 240) from Michigan will solve that lingering Pats’ problem.

Bottom Line...With this spring’s additions, there is no doubt N.E. is deeper.  But after seven total losses LY, Belichick must prove they’re better, 
especially with the Jets and Dolphins challenging in the AFC East.

PRESEASON NOTES: An exhibition force in his early years, Belichick is only 5-7 SU (4-8 vs. the spread; 1-5 after a SU loss) the last 3 pre-
seasons.

Few teams have drawn more attention in the offseason than the Jets.  Get used to it.  First, they like it that 
way.  And, second, they’re going to get more.  Among other things, the Jets will be the featured team on his 
season’s HBO series Hard Knocks.  Plus, there’s more than a just a little bit of method to their “madness.”  The 
Jets sometimes get a little tired of playing third fiddle to the Yankees and the more-entrenched Giants in the 
Big Apple.  And the team is trying to sell the last of its “personal seat licenses” at its new $1.7 billion shared 
home (with the Giants), Meadowlands Stadium.  Even usually-reclusive billionaire owner Woody Johnson (of 
the Johnson & Johnson pharmaceutical fortune) has gotten into the act, saying of his team on HBO, “We’re 
going to let the fans in on something they’ve never seen up close and personal...I think you can argue that 
there’s no other team in the league right now that’s kind of more interesting than the New York Jets.”  Take 
that, Cowboys, Saints, Vikes...and Giants.

There is no question the Jets had a headline-grabbing offseason, adding RB LaDainian Tomlinson, WR 
Santonio Holmes, LB/DE Jason Taylor, and CB Antonio Cromartie.  Not to mention the salary-related releases 
of 1400-yard rusher Thomas Jones, nine-time Pro Bowl G Alan Faneca, and electric third-down back and 
return man Leon Washington.  Said the 35-year-old Taylor, the league’s active leader in sacks (127½), who 
called the Jets’ fans “ignorant” and “classless” when he was playing for the Dolphins, “What better ending 
is it than to win the Super Bowl?”  Indeed, the offseason has been fun.  But there are some items to consider 
before you unload on a futures bet on the Jets.  Following are a few of them.

N.Y. was just 7-7 LY after Game 14, a 10-7 home loss to Atlanta.  Even HC Rex Ryan, the Jets’ No. 1 
blusterer, briefly thought that setback had ended their playoff chances.  The ensuing week, undefeated Indy 
gifted N.Y. with a win by pulling Peyton Manning late in the third quarter, handing the Jets a 29-15 victory.  
Cincy, with the AFC North locked up, bowed meekly 37-0 in the season finale, knowing it was likely to host 
the Jets the ensuing week in the opening round of the playoffs.  Fortune was thus smiling on the Jets despite 
rookie QB Mark Sanchez’ aching knee and 20 ints. vs. only 12 TDs.  Yes, N.Y.’s top-rated defense and rookie 
RB Shonn Greene helped them to playoff upsets at Cincy & San Diego before a 30-17 AFC title game loss at 
Indy.  Sanchez had 4 TDs in the playoffs vs. only 2 interceptions.  Give him credit for that.

But it must be asked.  Can rookie Vladimir Ducasse (the 332-pound RT from UMass) fill Faneca’s LG 
spot in Ryan’s “ground and pound” offense?  Pro Bowler LT D’Brickashaw Ferguson and Pro Bowl C Nick 
Mangold will flank him to help in pass protection.  Will Sanchez’ knee be okay after patellar tendon surgery 
(he’s making good progress)?  Will the off-field problems of WR Holmes and CB Cromartie catch up to them?  
Holmes (79 recs., 1248 yards LY with Pittsburgh) is suspended the first four games (substance abuse) and has 
had at least four other off-field incidents.  Cromartie, whose play fell off LY in San Diego, has 7 children with 
6 different women in 5 states and needed a $500,000 advance from the Jets to help with legal costs.  Massive 
NT Kris Jenkins is coming off ACL surgery.  WR Braylon Edwards (35 recs.) still has the dropsies.  Reliable 
PK Jay Feely has departed; erratic Nick Folk steps in.

New England has won the AFC East 6 of the last 7 seasons; Miami in 2008.  Yet the Jets seem to be 
wearing the target this year.  It is true that the guts of the defense that was No. 1 in total yards, passing yards, 
and fewest points allowed returns, boasting top CB Darrelle Revis and adding promising No. 1 pick Kyle 
Wilson from Boise State, slated for nickel-back.  Coach Ryan loves to blitz and says Taylor should help him 
get those all-important game-clinching sacks in the fourth quarter.  RB Greene wears down rival defenses, 
and N.Y. players say L.T. is fired up to prove S.D. wrong for de-emphasizing the running game, then releasing 
him.  Brian Schottenheimer, son of his previous S.D. coach, Marty, is now his offensive coordinator.  Rookie
