The Ravens were one of the more battered teams in the NFL last season, and it took a hard-fought, 
final-week victory at Oakland just to make the playoffs.  But, once Baltimore got to the postseason at 9-7, 
the Ravens showed they belonged there, jolting the Patriots 33-14 in Foxborough, before losing 20-3 vs. 
the Colts at Indianapolis.  After the season, the Ravens’ front office, led by respected GM Ozzie Newsome, 
began measures to heal its players’ wounds and the team’s ills.  The consensus is that Baltimore had one of 
the more successful offseasons in the league.  However, time will tell whether many key Ravens recover 
well enough from surgery to make Baltimore the feared contender it was in 2008 when upstart rookie QB 
Joe Flacco took the team all the way to the AFC title game in Pittsburgh.

The key offseason moves are intended to boost the potency of the impressive Flacco (63%, 21 TDs, 
12 ints. LY), who has lacked a premium cast of receivers.  RB Ray Rice actually led the team in receiving 
LY with 78 receptions.  The top WR was venerable Derrick Mason, now 36, who briefly retired prior to 
LY, but who returned to be Flacco’s reliable go-to guy with 73 recs. and 7 TDs.  To provide another quality 
target, Newsome gave up third and fourth-round picks for Arizona’s prolific Anquan Boldin (586 catches 
in seven seasons).  Then, Newsome rolled the dice on the speedy Donté Stallworth, suspended by the NFL 
LY after his involvement in a fatal auto-vs.-pedestrian incident.  Stallworth impressed with his speed at 
early minicamps, but it should be noted he has disappointed in terms of reliability at his four previous NFL 
stops.  Although sticky-fingered TE Todd Heap escaped LY what had become frequent injury and caught 
53 balls good for 6 TDs, Newsome (a Hall of Fame TE with the Browns) drafted a pair of pass-receiving 
TEs to groom for the future, those being Ed Dickson from Oregon & Dennis Pitta from BYU’s pass-happy 
attack.  If WR Mark Clayton is re-signed (as expected) following last year’s shoulder surgery, the strong-
armed Flacco (who got some tips on training and throwing motion from Southern Cal baseball coach Tom 
House, an expert on the matter) should have plenty of quality targets for a change.

The ground assault was fifth in the NFL, paced by the relentless Ray Rice, the 5-8 RB who had 1339 
YR plus another 702 yards on those 78 catches.  He’s backed by Willis McGahee and FB/short-yardage 
bruiser Le’Ron McClain.  The OL is one of the NFL’s biggest and roughest, and it might be even better 
with 2009 top pick Michael Oher moving this year from RT to LT (appropriately enough, to The Blind 
Side, as the book and movie about his life are titled).  However, the switch from LT to the lower-paying RT 
by mammoth 6-9, 340 Jared Gaither has not gone so well, with the less-conscientious Gaither pouting and 
being mentioned in the rumor mill as trade bait (Buffalo?).  Says HC John Harbaugh of the switch, “It’s 
going to be permanent as long as it’s the best thing for us.”

The defense was No. 3 overall, No. 5 vs. the run, and No. 8 vs. the pass, but medical questions abound, 
especially in the secondary, where ball-hawking S Ed Reed (six Pro Bowls, 53 career ints.) is trying to 
recover from complicated hip surgery, CBs Fabian Washington & Lardarius Webb are coming off knee 
surgery (both reportedly making good progress), and backup S Haruki Nakamura is recovering from a 
broken leg.  Up front, NT Kelly Gregg and OLB Jarret Johnson (6 sacks) both had shoulder surgery, and 
imposing DT Haloti Gnata suffered a “minor” pectoral tear in the Pro Bowl.  Thus, in addition to counting 
upon the miracles of modern medical science in 2010, GM Newsome girded up the defensive depth by 
drafting of OLB Sergio Kindle of Texas, NT Terrence “Mount” Cody of Alabama (who hopes to play at 
about 340), and quick DT Arthur Jones of Syracuse, a potential fifth-round bargain if Jones can recover

from his own knee injury LY in college.  Witnessing LY’s felled teammates first hand, 15-year vet ILB Ray Lewis took up karate in the offseason to 
enhance his mental discipline and physical flexibility.  Promising S Tom Zbikowski is already an accomplished amateur boxer.

It didn’t take too long amid Lewis & Co. for rookie LB Kindle to back off from his draft-day boast—“I’m getting Rookie of the Year.  That’s my 
goal.”  Kindle now says he better learn his playbook and get on the field first.  Kicker was a shortcoming LY and will be up for grabs in camp.

Bottom Line...Harbaugh’s team has been a wild card in each of his two seasons.  If the defense gets healthy, the AFC North title is easily within 
reach now that the aerial game has been upgraded.

PRESEASON NOTES: Harbaugh in his two preseasons has proven to be a road warrior, going 3-1 vs. the spread on the road & 3-1 as a dog, but 
only 1-3 vs. the number at home and 1-3 when favored.

The best season in the Queen City in four years ended with a dull thud last January, with the Bengals los-
ing 24-14 at home vs. the chest-thumping, trash-talking New York Jets.  Cincy had been a one of the surprise 
teams of the NFL in 2009, charging out to a 9-3 start that included AFC North sweeps of defending Super Bowl 
champion Pittsburgh, rough & rugged Baltimore, and lowly but hated Cleveland.  The only other team that 
swept its division foes LY was Indianapolis, which was flirting with a perfect record 14½ games deep into the 
season.  But, including a regular-season-ending throwaway at the Jets followed immediately by that playoff 
loss to the brash New Yorkers, the Bengals ended up losing four of their last five contests, scoring only 13 ppg.  
That Cincy even got that far is somewhat amazing, as the Bengals had to fight through extraordinary 2009 
adversity that saw defensive coordinator Mike Zimmer’s wife pass away prior to Game Five and WR Chris 
Henry die in an accident/argument with his fiancée after Game 13.  Marvin Lewis picked up several Coach of 
the Year awards, which rang hollow in the finality of such tragedies.

Meanwhile, GM Mike Brown has positioned his team back under the media microscope this season because 
of his renewed signings of controversial/troubled players, including CB/PR Pacman Jones in May.  Partly due 
to fan outrage after 10 arrests of players in a 14-month span, the Bengals tried to clean up their act, releasing 
the very talented Henry in 2008 following his fifth collar.  However, after having so much experience in try-
ing to rehabilitate players, including Henry, who had reportedly “turned his life around,” the eccentric Brown 
(who once referred to himself as a “redeemer”) is again signing troubled players, most at bargain-basement, 
low-risk prices.  Henry, RB Cedric Benson (1251 YR in 2009), and DT Tank Johnson are notable examples.  
The addition of former 6-6 Jacksonville receiver Matt Jones preceded Pacman this year.  Brown is obviously 
confident in HC Lewis, his staff (d.c. Zimmer helped Johnson and lobbied for Pacman), and team leaders (e.g., 
Carson Palmer) to take the risk.  History will judge whether the owner was right.

On the field, insiders have isolated two main areas of need that were factors in the Bengals’ weak 1-4 finish 
LY: 1) a declining aerial game (26th in passing yards) due to receiver injuries and a run-oriented OL, and 2) a 
dearth of pass-rush pressure (only 34 sacks) by an otherwise nasty “D” (7th vs. the rush, 6th vs. the pass, 4th 
overall, 6th in scoring).  In the offseason, the team was aggressive in rectifying those shortcomings.

Cincy ran the ball well enough LY behind that burly OL (even with No. 1 pick RT Andre Smith virtually 
disappearing due to a holdout, poor conditioning, and an injury) with RBs Benson and speedy rookie RB/KR 
Bernard Scott.  But a cluster of injuries at TE & WR left QB Palmer (21 TDs, 13 ints.) without enough qual-
ity targets.  Not so in 2010.  Incoming are WR Antonio Bryant from T.B., No. 1 pick Jermaine Gresham from 
Oklahoma (a virtual lock to start at TE), No. 3 pick Jordan Shipley (116 recs. LY at Texas; likened to Wes 
Welker), the aforementioned 6-6 Jones, No. 6 pick Dezmon Briscoe from Kansas; surgically-repaired TE Chase 
Coffman, and others.  Chad Ochocinco (“stuffed” by Jets’ CB Darrelle Revis LY) is slowing down, but not 
done (he was moving pretty well on Dancng With The Stars in the offseason).   In many throwing situations 
late LY, the OL could not protect the pocket-passing Palmer.

Meanwhile, the Bengal defense is blessed with talent and depth, but Zimmer is in search of those game-
turning sacks and takeaways.  He says the first key is tighter coverage, even though CBs Leon Hall & Johna-
thon Joseph (six ints. each) are well-regarded.  The presence of Pacman Jones and No. 3 pick Brandon Ghee 
will help immensely in nickel and dime situations.  With improved coverage, Zimmer hopes to turn lose the 
penetrators in his front seven.  DE Antwan Odom surprised with 8 sacks LY, as did DT Jonathan Fanene with 
6.  Zimmer hopes to get more out of 2009 No. 3 pick 6-7 Michael Johnson (3 sacks, 5 passes defensed) in a

slashing, up-the-field OLB/DE mode.  Short but quick No. 4 DT Geno Atkins impressed at minicamp, and No. 2 pick DE Carlos Dunlap flashed lots of 
potential (albeit erratically) at Florida.  Head-hunting LB Rey Maualuga (drunken driving arrest in January) says he has learned his lesson.  We’ll see 
about him, and about Pacman, who says he’s no longer running with the wrong crowd, “I’m to myself now.  I have a fiancée.  I have another baby on 
the way.  I’m 26 years old and tired of hanging out with those knuckleheads who ain’t doing nothing better for themselves.”

Bottom Line...There are major questions in Pittsburgh, so it might be Cincy and Baltimore who duke it out for the AFC North title.  With the 
Bengals improving their aerial game, the division might be up for grabs in Cincy’s finale at Baltimore.

PRESEASON NOTES: Marvin Lewis has come alive as a preseason dog (6-2) and visitor (6-2) the L4Ys; he’s 9-4 vs. the spread off a loss in the 
preseason since taking over Cincy in 2003.

For most teams, their offseason moves make a lot of sense, at least on the surface.  Baltimore’s trade for 
unhappy Cardinals’ WR Anquan Boldin, for example.  Or, San Diego moving up in the draft to select Ryan 
Mathews to be its new workhorse RB.  But some of the decisions by new Cleveland majordomo Mike Holmgren 
have puzzled more than just a little bit.  Here’s a guy who has taken three of his teams to the Super Bowl (1-1 
with the Packers, 0-1 with the Seahawks) and who has helped develop Hall of Fame QBs Joe Montana and 
Steve Young, plus Hall-of-Famer-to-be Brett Favre.  Then, early in his regime as the newly-appointed president 
of the Browns, Holmgren (following a one-year sabbatical away from the NFL) decides to keep shaky HC 
Eric Mangini but to let go of young, still-developing QBs Brady Quinn and Derek Anderson, partly because 
Mangini couldn’t decide which one to play!

Then, in a dubious move, Holmgren brings in 35-year-old QB Jake Delhomme, who had 8 TD passes 
vs. 18 interceptions, not to mention 3 lost fumbles, in 11 games for Carolina LY.  This when Delhomme was 
running a ball-control Panther offense featuring a pair of 1000-yard rushers and electric WR Steve Smith.  
Holmgren then adds career backup Seneca Wallace from Seattle.  In the third round of the draft, Holmgren tabs 
6-1 Colt McCoy of Texas as the QB of the future to learn the Browns’ new version of the West Coast offense, 
a Holmgren trademark.  After saying early that rookie McCoy wasn’t drafted to play this season, Holmgren 
has since amended that to letting things work themselves out on the field—“Heck.  If he’s the guy, he plays.”  
But a year of study and adjustment is more likely in the cards for McCoy, whose quick release helped him a 
win a record 45 games as a collegian and set a record of 77.6% completions in 2008.

After LY’s game of “musical QBs” for the Browns, Holmgren says Delhomme is just what the doctor 
ordered, “My own belief is this team needs an aging veteran,” says the president.  “They need a guy that 
is going to grab everybody by the throat and say, ‘Follow me through that door.’  I don’t look at him as an 
aging veteran, I look at him as the leader I wanted.”  Holmgren might be right, but there is no Steve Smith in 
Cleveland, or even any Braylon Edwards, Kellen Winslow Jr, or Donté Stallworth, those latter three having been 
either traded or released.  In fact, one blogger smart alec in Cleveland has referred to the Browns’ receiving 
corps of Mohamed Massaquoi, Brian Robiskie, Chansi Stuckey & Jake Allen as its WR “corpse” (misspelling 
intentional).  Who can blame fans after the Browns finished last in passing, last in total offense, and last in TD 
passes (only 11!) in what has increasingly become a passing league.

One thing that should not be forgotten is that Cleveland won its last four games (after a terrible 1-11 
start), ignited by WR/KR/wildcat QB Joshua Cribbs, who ended with 381 YR, 20 recs., 3 KOR TDs, and 1 PR 
TD.  RB Jerome Harrison (862 YR for the season; a team-record 286 in Game 14 at K.C.) finally blossomed 
in his third season, and the Browns’ OL  opened holes for 214 ypg rushing in its wins.  However, Cleveland 
QBs completed a total of only 33 passes in those five victories (over Buffalo, Pittsburgh, K.C., Oakland & 
Jacksonville).  RB Montario Hardesty, a No. 2 pick, was quicker than expected at minicamp, and should help, 
as should the multi-talented Peyton Hillis, a West Coast type picked up in trade with Denver.

The overworked defense was 28th vs. the run, 29th vs. the pass, 31st overall, and 29th in turnover margin.  
After LY’s poor pass coverage, Holmgren had to explain to no one his moves to fortify the secondary by trading 
for veteran CB Sheldon Brown from Philly and then drafting CB Joe Haden (No. 1 from Florida), safety T.J. 
Ward (No. 2 from Oregon), and S Larry Asante (No. 5 from Nebraska).  All the DB additions feature a physical 
element intended to help vs. the run and the pass, with 212-pound rookie Asante impressing early as a hitter.

The front seven of Rob Ryan’s 3-4 also has issues.  DEs Robaire Smith & Kenyon Coleman are getting 
long in the tooth, and big NT Shaun Rogers faces possible suspension after having a loaded hand gun in his 
carry-on luggage at an airport.  LB D’Qwell Jackson (led the NFL in tackles in 2008) is coming off pectoral

surgery; LB Eric Barton neck surgery.  Many feel trade-acquisition OLB Chris Gocong underachieved in Philly and that Holmgren overpaid (3 years, 
$14 million) for heady but aging LB Scott Fujita (31) from New Orleans.

Bottom Line...The Browns might have steadied somewhat, but it’s hard to envision Delhomme boosting them, considering Cleveland’s nondescript 
receivers.  Note,, however, that Cleveland covered its last seven games for Mangini LY.

PRESEASON NOTES: In four years of exhibitions (three with the Jets), Mangini is 3-1-1 vs. the spread after a SU loss.

It can safely be said that the Steelers don’t handle success very well.  They have won two Super Bowls 
in the last five seasons under two different coaches (Bill Cowher & Mike Tomlin) and then failed to make the 
playoffs either of the ensuing years.  WR Santonio Holmes, half of the Super Bowling-winning connection 
two seasons ago in Tampa, has been traded to the Jets after his continuing series of off-field incidents.  And 
the other half, QB Ben Roethlisberger, has been suspended for six games after his second sex-related incident 
in three years, this one in Georgia.  Yes, charges were dropped.  And the suspension might be reduced to four 
games if Roethlisberger completes the NFL-mandated program of evaluation and recommended treatment, 
and avoids further trouble.  But despite his heroic performances on the field (Steeler-record 4328 YP last sea-
son), Big Ben no longer is a hero off it, with his name usually booed at other Pittsburgh sporting events, No. 
7 jersey sales plummeting, “partying Ben” photos on the Internet, and reports surfacing of the QB bailing on 
restaurant bills and balking at greens fees.

The economics of the situation (i.e., his big contract) help keep him in Pittsburgh, and most of his team-
mates voice willingness to give him another chance.  But until Ben’s return, HC Mike Tomlin will choose 
between re-acquired veteran Byron Leftwich (the team’s backup in 2008), mobile youngster Dennis Dixon 
(one career start), and long-time backup Charlie Batch (now 35).  Tomlin says he has a pecking order in mind 
and that he will name a No. 1 by training camp.

One thing is sure.  The Steelers will hug the ground more frequently in the absence of Roethlisberger, 
who loved orchestrating Pittsburgh’s pass-oriented, no-huddle offense, often using his size and strength to buy 
time until spotting a receiver.  In contrast, Leftwich is a virtual statue in the pocket, while the mobile Dixon 
lacks experience.  Tomlin is even experimenting with a fullback as a lead blocker in Bruce Arians’ single-back 
offense, with Arians being chided by some for saying last year, “There’s not a fullback on the roster.  There’s 
a running back who plays fullback; a TE who plays fullback.  I don’t have a fullback.  There’s no fullback in 
my offense; there’s never going to be one.”  Lesson?  Never say never.

The Steelers are also girding their loins elsewhere to pound the ball, spending their top pick on highly-
regarded center Maukice Pouncey (the Rimington winner at Florida), hoping to develop him in the mold of 
Mike Webster & Dermontti Dawson.  And they added 229-pound RB Jonathan Dwyer in the sixth round from 
Georgia Tech to help support the blossoming Rashard Mendenhall (1108 YR in ‘09) and respected third-down 
back Mewelde Moore, with Willie Parker allowed to move to Washington as a free agemt.  Dwyer needs time 
to develop as a receiver and QB protector after playing in the triple option, but he’s shown an impressive burst 
for a big back.  Veterans Antwaan Randle El (spent his first four years in Pittsburgh) and Arnaz Battle provide 
depth at WR, with the speedy Mike Wallace (19.4 ypc LY, 6 TDs) taking over for the departed Holmes.  Limas 
Sweed is out for the year due to a torn Achilles.

The Pittsburgh defense was No. 3 vs. the run LY, but No. 12 vs. the pass, disturbing in the respect that in 
six of their seven losses, the Steelers blew fourth-quarter leads!  Part of the reason was the absence of S Troy 
Polamalu—the on-field leader for defensive coordinator Dick LeBeau, who’s finally in the Hall of Fame—for 
virtually the entire season due to a pair of knee injuries.  Also, the Pittsburgh corners repeatedly disappointed 
in the clutch, prompting GM Kevin Colbert to trade for former Steeler CB Bryant McFadden from Arizona 
and add S Will Allen from Tampa Bay.  Gilbert used the draft to add youthful speed to LeBeau’s formidable 
LB crew.  No. 2 pick Jason Worilds is now the team’s fastest LB, No. 5 Stevenson Sylvester is a college edge 
rusher being moved inside, and No. 4 Thaddeus Gibson fits the Steeler mold.  DE Ziggy Hood blossomed LY 
when steady Aaron Smith missed 15 games.

Bottom Line: Roethlisberger’s absence might end up yielding some positives, including a re-focus on 
the ground game, a tightening of the secondary, and a more responsible QB in the long run.  HC Tomlin is a 
no-excuse guy, so look for the Steelers to challenge the Ravens & Bengals.

PRESEASON NOTES: Tomlin is 10-3 SU as an exhibition coach, but only 7-6 vs. the spread—4-2 as 
a home favorite, 1-3 as a road or neutral favorite, and 2-1 as a dog.
