Last year’s strong 4-0 finish by Houston had wide-ranging benefits.  One, it meant the first winning season 
in the Texans’ eight-year history—finally—after 8-8 in 2007 and 2008.  Second, it helped save the job of HC 
Gary Kubiak, whose future might have been curtailed in Houston had his team faded to, say, 6-10.  Instead, 
Kubiak earned an extension through 2012.  Third, it meant more big bucks for QB Matt Schaub, who stayed 
healthy all season and passed for a lofty 4770 yards, was named MVP of the Pro Bowl, gained a $10 million 
contract bonus, plus a three-year contract extension.  As Borat would say, “nice!!!”  Fourth, the fast finish 
buoyed long-suffering owner Bob McNair, who believes his team is now on track to the playoffs in its ninth 
season.  “We have a foundation in place,” says McNair.  “We don’t have to go out and establish the founda-
tion, which is what we’ve been doing for the last eight years.  We’ve got some outstanding players, and we just 
have to keep building on that.”

That is true, borne out by last year’s numbers.  On offense, the Texans were No. 1 in passing, No. 30 in 
rushing, No. 4 in total yards, and No. 10 in points.  On defense, No. 12 vs. the run, No. 18 vs. the pass, No. 14 
overall, and No. 17 in points against.  To Kubiak—and to everybody else who understands those basic rankings, 
what Houston has to do to advance the next step is to upgrade its ground game in order to balance its offense, 
and to further improve a young defense to playoff level.

Kyle Shanahan, last year’s offensive coordinator, has moved to Washington to work for father Mike.  But 
the offense will remain unchanged with the addition of Rick Dennison, a long-time compatriot of Kubiak and 
the elder Shanahan in Denver.  The aerial game is expected to be very productive once again, even though star 
WR Andre Johnson wants his contract redone after a massive 216 catches, 3144 yards, and 17 TDC the last 
two years; TE Owen Daniels is returning from his third ACL operation (one each in HS, college, and the pros); 
and talented Jacoby Jones is still wildly inconsistent.  But Kubiak, a former QB, has always found receivers.  
The steady Kevin Walter had 53 recs. LY.  Versatile James Casey and No. 4 pick Garrett Graham have futures 
at TE or H-back.  5-5 LSU sprinter Trindon Holliday (the fastest player in the draft at 4.21) will train at both 
wideout and returner, and No. 7 pick Dorin Dickerson (TE at Pitt) is working at WR.

But it’s likely to be a story of no rush offense, no playoffs in Houston.  Says Kubiak, “We can go out there 
and throw it with anybody in the business.  I don’t think that’s what’s best for out team in the long run.  We’ve 
got to be more dominant late in games.  Some games we lost, it was because we couldn’t hang onto the football 
late in those games.”  Indeed, 6 of the Texans’ 7 losses were by 8 points or fewer.  And Houston’s OL isn’t 
one of the league’s best, lacking power blockers up front such as those owned by the Jets, Titans, Panthers or 
Ravens.  Kubiak is counting on a return to form by darting RB Steve Slaton, who fell from 1282 YR in 2008 
to only 437 LY, gaining only 3.3 ypc and fumbling 7 times due to a neck injury that required cervical fusion 
surgery.  Slaton has dropped about 15 pounds in the offseason, with No. 2 pick Ben Tate (5-11, 220) of Auburn 
expected to provide Houston with a bigger inside-the-tackles option.

The defense will be without top tackler Brian Cushing (133 Ts, 4 sacks) for the first four games for violat-
ing the NFL’s substance-abuse regulations.  Twice elected A.P. Defensive Rookie of the Year (once before the 
NFL suspension, once again in a re-vote), Cushing will miss games vs. Indy, Washington, Dallas & Oakland.  
He is among the core group of quality Texan defenders that includes DE Mario Williams, DT Okoye Amobi, 
MLB DeMeco Ryans, OLB Zac Diles, CB Glover Quin, and S Bernard Pollard, the latter falling into Houston’s 
lap early LY when released by Kansas City.  This year’s Texans’ No. 1 pick, CB Kareem Jackson, trained by 
Nick Saban at Alabama, will be given every chance to start, while No. 4 LB Darryl Sharpton of Miami (Rev. 
Al is his uncle!) will battle to sub for Cushing.  It is hoped No. 3 DT Earl Mitchell (6½ sacks LY at Arizona) 
will help the inside pass rush for a team that had only 30 QB takedowns LY and whose front four has lost 
weight, hoping to improve quickness in 2010.  PK Kris Brown (only 21 of 32 FGs LY) will have to fend off 
veteran Neil Rackers TY.

Bottom Line...Houston’s OL is not one of the NFL’s best.  Matt Schaub has had injury issues in the past.  
And the defense needs more sacks.  A healthy return by Slaton would be a plus.  But Texas is still unlikely to 
run past Indy in the AFC South.

PRESEASON NOTES: Kubiak is 9-7 SU ( 9-5-2 vs. the number) in four preseasons in Houston, but 
1-4-2 as a favorite vs. 8-1 as a dog!!!

The 2009 Colts will always be remembered in the Circle City as “the team that could have been.”  Most 
people anticipated a dropoff from Indianapolis when the wise and steady Tony Dungy retired after 2008.  
But in his rookie season as a head coach, Dungy’s faithful assistant Jim Caldwell had his team in gear and 
humming toward perfection 14½ games into the season.  Then, with the top seed in the AFC sewed up and 
trying to keep Peyton Manning and other key players healthy for the playoffs, the Colts pulled their QB and 
several others, inserting shaky rookie QB Curtis Painter vs. the desperate Jets and their voracious defense, 
with Indy ahead 15-10 late in the third quarter.  The chins of the benched starters sank to their chests when 
a quick Painter fumble and later interception led to a 29-15 N.Y. win.  The ensuing “giveaway” by the Colts 
the next week in snowy Buffalo, when the starters played just long enough to collect some meaningless stats 
(the 100th recs. for both Reggie Wayne & Dallas Clark) gave Indy a 14-2 record in the regular season.

However, sage observers noticed that 7 of those 14 victories were gained by narrow margins of 4 points 
or fewer.  A weak running game (last in the NFL) and injuries in the defensive backfield kept Caldwell’s 
team from being the blowout powerhouse that its 14 consecutive victories might have suggested.  The Colts 
then had to rally from behind at the half to defeat the Jets 30-17 in the AFC title game.  And they got caught 
by a surprise onside kick by the trailing Saints to open the second half of the Super Bowl in Miami.  With 
premier pass rusher Dwight Freeney not the same due to a sore ankle and the Indy ground attack ineffective, 
“Practically Perfect” Peyton managed only 7 points in the last three quarters of the Super Bowl, losing 31-17 
to the seemingly anointed Saints.  Chins sunk again.

Regardless of that third straight year of disappointment following its Super Bowl triumph over the Bears, 
the 2009 Indy team accomplished a lot, and it seems poised for another run in 2010.  The Colts last year 
absorbed the departure of WR Marvin Harrison and knee injury of planned replacement Anthony Gonzalez 
seemingly right in stride, as 2008 late draftee Pierre Garcon & 2009 fourth-rounder Austin Collie combined 
for 107 recs. and 11 TDs as invaluable complements to the prolific Wayne & Clark.  And, when Indy’s starting 
corners were hurt on defense, rookies Jerraud Powers & Jacob Lacey learned fast and learned well.  Rookie 
NFL coach Caldwell, whose earlier 26-63 record at Wake Forest was unimpressive to say the least, proved 
he belonged on the big stage.  And he now goes forward seeking a credible ground assault, a tighter defense 
(18th overall LY, and 64% completions allowed), and a vastly-improved return game on special teams.

Helping their coach in those tasks are the likes of team captains Manning (69%, 33 TDs, but 16 ints. LY) 
& MLB Gary Brackett, who showed up unexpectedly at rookie minicamp asking to speak to the newbies about 
the virtues of hard work and necessity of preparation.  It turns out that fifth-round pick Brody Eldridge might 
be the guy to spark the running attack.  A “TE” by label, Eldridge was such a valuable blocker at Oklahoma 
that he also saw action at H-back, FB, C and G!  At 6-5, he might eventually grow from 265 pounds into an 
NFL tackle.  But for this season, he is expected to help the OL make things easier for RBs Joseph Addai & 
Donald Brown in double-TE and short-yardage situations.

Defensive coordinator Larry Coyer weaned the Colts from Dungy’s Tampa-Two style to a more physical 
unit in 2009, and he hopes to continue the process TY with the addition of  rookies DE Jerry Hughes (26½ 
sacks L2Ys at TCU), run-stuffing LB Pat Angerer from Iowa, and DT/DE Ricardo Mathews from Cincinnati.  
Despite LY’s emergence of corners Powers & Lacey, there are still concerns in the secondary due to the loss 
of CBs Marlin Jackson & Tim Jennings in free agency, S Bob Sanders’ aching knees, and a spring ACL that 
might finish No. 3 pick, CB Kevin Thomas of Southern Cal, for the season.

Indiana CB Ray Fisher and Florida’s 5-7 Brandon James will get a chance to liven up Indy’s return

Bottom Line...Manning is only 34 and has four MVPs, while the Colts have won 6 of the last 7 AFC South titles.  It’s not hard to envision them 

making it 7 of 8.  But better a run-pass balance and a nastier defense would help Peyton in the postseason.
PRESEASON NOTES: With Manning usually seeing little action, Indy is only 4-18 SU, 2-7 when favored, and 4-9 as a preseason dog the L5Ys.  

However, the Colts are 6-2 vs. the spread the last 8 years in Exhibition Three, when starters see their most action.

In California’s “Silicon Valley” technology paradise, the money-making watchwords are “smaller, 
cheaper, faster.”  For the struggling NFL franchise in Jacksonville—among the teams hardest hit by the 
recent economic recession—the key words might be “younger, cheaper, faster.”  Season ticket sales plunged 
by more than 17,000 prior to last season, with whole sections of Jacksonville Municipal Stadium (“Alltel 
Stadium” from 1997-07 until naming rights expired) tarped over, reducing capacity by nearly 10,000.  
Despite efforts by Jaguar management, civic leaders, and the business community to boost support for 
the team, the Jags are still mentioned as a possible target of advances from NFL-less Los Angeles.  One 
plan—to draft local and state college football hero Tim Tebow to be the QB and “savior” of the team—went 
by the wayside when Tebow ended up in Denver instead.

Owner Wayne Weaver and GM Gene Smith are thus trying to salvage the team by rebuilding with 
youth after seasons of 5-11 in 2008 and 7-9 in 2009 that followed a pretty strong playoff run in 2007.  
Gone are the likes of older stalwarts such as RB Fred Taylor and DT John Henderson, with management 
no longer willing to pay high-priced salaries when performance is declining and/or younger players are 
able to take over.  In fact, last season’s 0-4 finish when the Jags had been in playoff position at 7-5 might 
otherwise have caused HC Jack Del Rio to be terminated had the team been flush with cash.  And the word 
was out well before the start of this season that QB David Garrard’s future could be dependent upon this 
year’s performance.  After last season, Del Rio said that Garrard (18 TDs vs. only 3 ints. in ‘07) was “not 
an elite quarterback” after his ratios dropped to 15 vs. 13 in ‘08 and 15 vs. 10 in ‘09.

Garrard says he understands that he was being challenged by his coach.  And Del Rio says he has 
seen a “rededicated” QB in the offseason, one who is taking on more of a leadership role.  Among other 
things, there has been more film work, and Garrard has spent weeks working with his young (there’s that 
word again) receivers, often using tennis-ball drills to enhance pass-catching focus.  Obviously, all of 
LY’s problems were not Garrard’s fault.  On the attack, Jacksonville allowed 44 sacks, and on defense, 
the Jags totaled only 14 (worst in the league), allowing 67.6% completions.

With “Pocket Hercules” RB Maurice Jones-Drew (1391 YR, 53 recs., 16 TDs) around as the center 
of the offense, Jacksonville has been trying to rebuild its receivers through the “younger, cheaper, faster” 
approach.  Only 2007 pick Michael Sims-Walker (63 recs. LY) has blossomed so far.  But Del Rio expects 
growth this season from 2009 draftees Mike Thomas (good in the slot), Jarrett Dillard (broken ankle 
LY), Tiquan Underwood (132 recs. at Rutgers), and TE Zach Miller.  San Diego’s 6-5 STs ace Kassim 
Osgood joins the group TY, and speed-burning Troy Williamson always has intriguing potential, despite 
his many thumbs.

On defense, GM Smith has moved dramatically to boost that terrible sack total of 14, first by sign-
ing Aaron Kampman, the hustling DE who seemed out of place at OLB in the Green Bay 3-4 and who 
suffered an ACL tear in November.  With LY’s third-rounder Terrance Knighton turning out to be a good 
run-stuffer at DT, Smith then used his first four draft choices TY on pass rushers—DTs Tyson Alualu of 
Cal & D’Anthony Smith of La Tech, and projected DEs Larry Hart of Central Arkansas & Austen Lane 
of Murray State.  Although those draftees’ schools are not renowned as big-time defensive powers, and 
Smith was accused of “reaching” for Alualu, he says he has no regrets, and Del Rio says he once again

expects his 4-3 to be penetrating and disruptive up front.  And, he says, last year’s porous coverage will be much tighter once the pass rush improves.  
At LB, Del Rio (a former MLB) says he is delighted with the acquisitions of MLB Kirk Morrison (trade, via Oakland) and versatile OLB Freddy Keiaho 
(FA, via Indy).  CB Derek Cox (third round LY) showed he can start in the NFL and hold his own on the side opposite veteran Rashean Mathis.

Says Del Rio, “We’ve got a hungry team.  I’ve got a team that wants to work.  Defensively, we have more speed.  We have more awareness.  David 
[Garrard] is rededicated.”  Time will tell whether that’s enough to rejuvenate the Jags...and to save the head coaches’ job. 

Bottom Line...As with most teams rebuilding with youth, enthusiasm is high, but consistency is likely to be low.  Jacksonville has unanswered 
questions at WR, DL and S.  And, with the budget limited, there are depth issues nearly everywhere.  Garrard must excel if the Jags are to challenge 
for a wild card.

PRESEASON NOTES: Del Rio has been good in the preseason since taking over in 2003—18-10 SU overall, 7-7 vs. the spread at home, 10-3-1 
away; 8-8 as a favorite overall, 9-2-1 as a dog; 6-3 vs. the number after a SU loss.

That’s two straight surprising seasons for Tennessee—one good, and one bad.  In 2008, with Kerry Collins 
taking over in the second game, the Titans rolled to the best record in the league at 13-3 before a frustrating, 
mistake-filled, 13-10 home loss in the playoffs to Baltimore.  Then, with big things expected in 2009, Ten-
nessee—behind Collins—started an awful 0-6, culminated by a 59-0 bombardment in New England (the Pats 
scored 0 in the fourth quarter) on a day when the Titans’ top CBs and nickel-back were out with injuries.

That defeat sent the 37-year-old Collins back to the bench and re-ignited the tarnished career of Vince 
Young, older and wiser after a season and a half observing NFL action from the sidelines.  The new, improved, 
more-mature Vince—reading defenses better and throwing more accurately—helped lead Tennessee back 
from the abyss to 8 wins in the Titans’ last 10 games, setting things up for a return to the playoffs in 2010, his 
fourth year in the league.  Young had the perfect backfield mate LY in Chris Johnson, the marvelously-durable 
speedball who was the Offensive Player of the Year after leading the league with 2006 YR on a physically-
testing 358 attempts.  Only Eric Dickerson (3318) and Edgerrin James (3262) have gained more yards rushing 
than Johnson (3234) in their first two years in the league.

Not surprisingly, Johnson is now seeking a rich new contract.  As his initial deal has three years remain-
ing, we’ll have to see how the contract matter plays out.  But 2009 showed that a Chris Johnson/Vince Young 
backfield, operating behind a physical OL (HC Jeff Fisher loves 6-7 tackles Michael Roos & David Stewart, 
while C/G Eugene Amano has been signed to a $26 million extension) can be extremely effective.  Young had 
many “moments” in 2009, but perhaps the signature indication that he has “arrived” came in a 20-17 Nov. 29 
home victory vs. Arizona, when Vince led a 99-yard drive in the last 2:37, converting three times on fourth 
down, including a 10-yard, fourth-down TD pass with no time left!  Until he falters again, Young’s tearful, 
whining, immature days of 2008 are likely a thing of the past.

It remains to be seen, however, whether Titan management has provided Young with the receiving arsenal 
to keep pace with Indianapolis—and perhaps even Houston now—in the AFC South.  2009 first-round pick 
Kenny Britt (42 recs., 3 TDs) has an upside, but former free-agent signee Nate Washington from the Steelers 
must do better than last year’s 47 recs. and 6 TDs.  HC Fisher is pretty sure No. 3 pick Damian Williams 
from Southern Cal will help solve the team’s PR needs, and he’s hopeful Williams’ precise routes will also 
be a boon for Vince on offense.  Fisher dealt pudgy backup RB LenDale White to Seattle, but he’s more than 
pleased with RB depth that includes second-year Javon Ringer of Michigan State, powerful (and controversial) 
241-pound college FA LeGarrette Blount from Oregon, and feel-good case Stafon Johnson (he of the barbell 
accident) from USC.  With the now-wealthy Amano moving from G to C, his college position, the Titans are 
unlikely to re-sign 39-year-old C Kevin Mawae except for a backup role.

Fisher’s bigger concern is his defense, which dropped to 28th overall and a lenient 31st vs. the pass, 
allowing a generous 67% completions.  Injuries took a major toll last season, with many who are hoping to 
be in TY’s rotation recovering from surgery, including DT Tony Jones (knee), DT Jason Jones (shoulder), 
LB David Thornton (shoulder), CB Rod Hood (hernia), and S Michael Griffin (shoulder).  Stalwart LB Keith 
Bulluck (11th season; ACL last Dec.) might not be re-signed.  Reinforcements include steady vet LB Will 
Witherspoon via Philly, DE Justin Babin via Philly, No. 1 pick DE Derrick Morgan (12½ sacks LY) from Ga. 
Tech, No. 3 LB Rennie Curran from Georgia, No. 4 CB Alterraun Verner from UCLA, and No. 6 S Myron 
Rolle from Florida State.  Because of some size issues with Curran & Verner, and due to Rolle’s year off from 
football LY to study as a Rhodes scholar (he wants to be a neurosurgeon), Tennessee believes those potentially 
valuable players dropped to them fortuitously in the draft.

Bottom Line...Titans’ personnel were visible in relief efforts to help victims of this year’s historic spring 
flooding in Tennessee (the Cumberland River filled LP Field to the first row).  But with veteran leaders such
