Forgive us, but we just thought Dallas was a lot more interesting with the accompanying controversies of
the previous few seasons than last year s relative calm. Oh, sure, QB Tony Romo still seems to be at the center
of a lot of tongue-wagging gossip in the Metroplex, but we’re not talking about Ben Roethlisberger-type stuff
with Romo, who just seems to be enjoying some of the perks of being the QB for the NFL’s highest-profile
team. No harm showing up at The White House correspondent s dinner, or stopping by “Jimmy Kimmel Live”
in the offSeason, is there? Although it was a bit more intriguing when Carrie Underwood and Jessica Simpson
(especially Jessica Simpson) were around as distractions. Romo has yet another blonde du jour girlfriend these
days, former Miss Missouri and local TV presenter Candice Crawford (just trade ‘em in for a new model, eh,
Tony?), but the days of jetting off to L.A. during off days and winging to Cabo before the playoffs with Jessica
seem behind Romo, who kept his mind on football last fall.

Tony’s relatively peaceful season coincided with other notable absences of drama (no more Terrell Owens’
circus or Pacman Jones’ antics to worry about) in Big D during a campaign that finally saw Romo and HC
Wade Phillips notch a long-awaited playoff win for the first time in their respective careers. Still, there was a
bitter taste left in owner Jerry Jones’ mouth after a 34-3 loss at Minnesota in the Division Round that abruptly
ended an otherwise-uplifting campaign. Phillips was spared, and even earned a two-year extension, although
some believe after the beating administered by the Vikings was no time to promote who is believed to be
Jerry J’s hand-picked successor to Phillips, o.c. Jason Garrett, whose inability to make adjustments after LT
Flozell Adams’ injury opened the floodgates for Jared Allen and the Viking DL to terrorize Romo suggests he
needs a bit more seasoning before assuming the top spot. Nonetheless, the pressure remains on Phillips, with
Jones hellbent to get the Cowboys to the Super Bowl that will be played in his magnificent Cowboys Stadium
which opened to rave reviews LY.

While some expected Jones to go wild in the marketplace during this uncapped salary year, Jerry’s early
dealings were downright subtle, focused instead on re-signing some of the Cowboys’ key components and
using the draft to add any pieces to the Dallas puzzle, while releasing the aforementioned Adams and FS Ken
Hamlin, whose inability to make many (any?) big plays made him expendable. The situation at Adams’ old
LT spot was the centerpiece of Jones’ most significant offseason maneuvering along the OL, which enjoyed
a relatively injury-free campaign as only 6 lineman started in ‘09. (By comparison, 20 teams used 8 or more
OL starters LY). Doug Free, unable to handle the Vikings’ Allen in the playoffs, nonetheless gets first crack
at Adams’ spot. But Jones, unconvinced he had enough depth along the OL, added some insurance, acquiring
T Alex Barron from the Rams while making sure to re-sign Gs Montrae Holland & Cory Procter.

Jones’ big splash, however, came late in the first round of the draft, when Oklahoma State’s controversial
homerun WR and local product Dez Bryant was falling down the board, prompting Jerry to trade up four spots
to the 24th pick to nab him. Jones, who apparently still rues missing out on Randy Moss twelve years ago,
was not about to pass up another potential gamebreaker and rolled the dice despite concerns that contributed
to Bryant’s suspension LY. Along with Miles Austin, who arrived as an explosive threat LY when catching
81 passes, Romo (4483 YP LY) might have another dangerous downfield weapon (instead of Roy Williams)
to go with sure-handed TE Jason Witten (94 catches in ‘09) underneath. Meanwhile, electric Felix Jones (5.9
ypc LY) will likely supplant Marion Barber III as the featured RB.

Phillips is in his element while also doubling as the d.c., and Dallas responded with one of the league’s most-dominant stop units. The front seven,
featuring DeMarcus Ware and Anthony Spencer at OLB and NT Jay Ratliff anchoring the DL in Phillips’ 3-4, could be the league’s best, while Mike
Jenkins has emerged as a bona fide shutdown CB. Upgrading Hamlin’s old FS spot remains a priority, however, and Jones is likely to continue exploring

the veteran FA market rather than gift the job to unproven Alan Ball.

Bottom line...Other than a rash of injuries that might claim the indispensable Romo, there are no excuses Jones will accept for the Cowboys not
making the Super Bowl in their home park next February. The pieces are in place, and the team ought to be comfortable with the offensive and defensive
systems that will be in place for their fourth seasons. Thats a pretty high bar for Romo and Phillips to clear, but such is life this fall in Big D.

PRESEASON NOTES: Home performances have been a priority for Phillips, whose Cowboy teams are 5-1 SU (4-2 vs. the spread) at home, but

1-5 SU vs. the spread on the road.

Okay, Eagles fans, you wanted it, you 've got it.

The pulse of the sports beat in the Delaware Valley is often measured on the airwaves of venerable 670
WIP sports radio, where Philly’s fans have been able to vent for a generation. Eagles supporters, in particular,
are notorious for their intolerance, and their dissatisfied crescendo reached a deafening level last January when
Angelo Cataldi, Al Morganti, and Howard Eskin couldn’t keep track of the callers who wanted to run QB
Donovan McNabb out of town after the Birds’ campaign ended with back-to-back humbling defeats by a 58-14
combined score against the hated Cowboys. Although McNabb had been often targeted for abuse, this time
lots of Philly fans were suggesting that a better alternative was sitting on the bench in the form of third-year
QB Kevin Kolb, who when filling in for an injured McNabb earlier in the year indicated he might be ready for
bigger and better things, as was the case in the Birds’ 34-14 romp past the Chiefs back on Sept. 27.

We’re not sure if HC Andy Reid pays attention to much of the nonsense on WIP, but this time he might
have been listening, because McNabb was dealt away on Easter Sunday, fo the divisional-rival Redskins, of
all teams. Which sets the stage for some interesting sidebar storylines when McNabb returns to The Linc on
October 3. Among other topics in the run-up to that clash will be whether the famously brusque Eagles fans
will boo or cheer McNabb when he first takes the field.

And for that, we suggest it will probably depend upon how replacement Kolb is doing. Only in Philly!

McNabb’s departure ends a long-term partnership with “Dang it Andy” that began with Reid as Eagles
coach back in 1999. By the next year McNabb was entrenched as the starter and for the past decade has been
joined at the hip to Reid, whose teams made the playoffs eight of the past ten campaigns. But McNabb’s
standing in Eagle Nation had been on the wane since his so-so effort in Super Bowl XXXIX vs. the Patriots,
and the meltdowns vs. Dallas, not to mention Kolb’s progress, finally convinced Reid to make the switch.

Which brings us to Kolb, who has only two starts (one a 3-pick mess vs. the Saints in the week prior to
the Chiefs game) during McNabb’s rib injury-induced absence last September. Kolb doesn’t seem a bad fit
for Reid and o.c. Marty Mornhinweg’s pass-happy version of the West Coast, where Kolb’s quick release and
accuracy (never McNabb’s strong suit) could make a compelling combo. There are plenty of targets at Kolb’s
disposal; young WRs DeSean Jackson (18.5 yards per catch LY) and Jeremy Maclin (56 receptions as a rookie
in ‘09) provide the deep-ball dimension the Birds haven’t seen since Harold Jackson and Ben Hawkins were
chasing down Norm Snead’s rainbows 40 years ago. Meanwhile, TE Brent Celek (team-best 76 catches LY)
has developed into one of the NFL’s best. The emergence of rookie RB Shady McCoy (637 YR LY) prompted
Reid to finally cut ties with another accomplished Bird, oft-injured RB Brian Westbrook. But there are ques-
tions about the Philly OL, especially with C Jamaal Jackson's status for the fall very iffy after an ACL injury
late last season. The problems replacement Nick Cole (who moved from RG) had in the season-enders vs.
Dallas, plus the release of enigmatic RT Shane Andrews, remain legit concerns.

Meanwhile, young (36 years old) d.c. Sean McDermott acquitted himself fairly well last season replacing
the legendary Jim Johnson, who sadly passed away last July. Retaining Johnson’s blitz-heavy 4-3, the Eagles
still pressured opposing QBs, ranking 8th in sacks, but the 2ndary was never quite able to replace vet S Brian
Dawkins, and was burned for 27 TDP. Dawkins’ absence was exacerbated as the Birds lacked a presence to
compensate for freelancing CB Asante Samuel, whose distaste for press coverage invited foes to attack his side
relentlessly with bubble screens (as the Cowboys did with impunity). Ex-Colt FA Marlin Jackson and South
Florida rookie Nate Allen will try to better fill Dawkins’ void. In order to mix things up, McDermott was also

toying with a 3-4 in minicamp (the return of MLB Stewart Bradley after missing LY with ACL surgery provides some flexibility), although those looks
would require someone (likely DT Brodrick Bunkley) assuming a traditional NG role. It’s also hoped that the first-round pick, Michigan DE Brandon

Graham, can emerge as an every-down defender and a nasty bookend to Trent Cole on the other side.

The addition of shrewd ST coach Bobby April should also add consistency to the kick and coverage units.

Bottom line...The departure of anchors McNabb and Westbrook suggest it might finally be rebuilding time in Philly, although Reid insists that’s
not the case. We’ll see. Kolb, however, is not going to get much of a honeymoon if he doesn’t measure up...the WIP crowd will make sure of that.
