What kind of trick was it that Denver pulled on Chicago last season? Weren 't the Broncos supposed to
send electric-armed QB Jay Cutler, who passed for over 4500 yards in 2008, to the Bears? Did Denver think
it could get away with sending the 1971 version of Don Horn instead?

But the Broncos were involved in no such hocus-pocus. That was the same Cutler whom many believed
had finally solved Chicago’s decades-long dilemma at QB, and perhaps had given the Bears their first franchise
QB since the distant days when Sid Luckman was taking snaps at Wrigley Field. Forget Luckman; what Cutler
gave Chicago for most of last season was merely an updated version of Bob Avellini or Vince Evans, tossing
a staggering 26 interceptions in a maddening debut campaign at Soldier Field.

In truth, however, the Bears had a lot of problems more damning than Cutler’s spate of interceptions en
route to a disappointing 7-9 campaign. The roster had flaws from the outset, as GM Jerry Angelo’s failure to
address legitimate concerns in pass coverage as well as some ill-advised supposed upgrades along the offensive
line were apparent from the earliest days of training camp in Bourbannais. Cutler’s receivers were also mostly
young and unproven. Then, the regular season began, and key defenders began to drop like flies. Star LB Brian
Urlacher was KO’d for the entire season with a severely dislocated wrist suffered in the bitter opening-night
loss at Green Bay. Ex-Ram LB Pisa Tinoisamoa, an inspired free-agent addition, was shelved for much of the
campaign by a knee injury, while DT Tommie Harris was slowed by recurring knee problems.

And for a while it looked as if Angelo and HC Lovie Smith were going to be forced to walk the plank
(rumors of a reunion with HC Mike Shanahan and Cutler were buzzing up and down Rush Street in December),
but the McCaskeys, who are not inclined to eat the remainders of multi-year contracts, decided to give their
braintrust one more year to figure things out. Nonetheless, Chicago is only 23-25 since its Super Bowl season
in 2006, and Lovie’s once-feared “D” has not approached that level since. Required staff changes included
replacing Ron Turner as o.c. with the well-traveled and former Rams HC Mike Martz, while Lovie promoted
DL guru and former Lions HC Rod Marinelli to d.c. after attempts to lure the Bills’ Perry Fewell (who instead
joined the Giants) failed. Meanwhile, Angelo, his hands somewhat tied in the draft with no picks until the 3rd
round after dealing away so much in the Cutler trade, instead attacked the free-agent ranks with a vengeance
in order to add immediate help that might keep Lovie and him employed at Halas Hall.

The biggest fish in this season’s FA pond, ex-Carolina DE Julius Peppers, was inked to a 6-year, $91 million
deal by Angelo and figures to immediately upgrade the DL that was dealt a tragic blow in the offseason with
the death of DE Gaines Adams, who flashed promise last fall. Peppers’ presence should goose the pass rush
simply by his ability to draw frequent double-teams, freeing linemates to wreak more havoc, and it’s hoped
the aforementioned Harris (off his first surgery-free offseason since 20°06) finally rediscovers his old form.
Getting back Urlacher and Tinoisamoa in a LB crew that includes Lance Briggs (fifth straight Pro Bowl) will
be a plus for Marinelli, but questions still abound in the secondary, where Lovie has made a total of 40 lineup
changes at the safety spots since taking over in 2004. Florida rookie Major Wright (Bears’ top pick, though
not until the 3rd round) should get an immediate opportunity to win the FS position.

Meanwhile, Martz will try to resurrect his old Rams’ “Greatest Show on Turf” offense (which hasn’t really
flown in his recent stops at Detroit and San Francisco) with Cutler. To be fair, Cutler was not helped much
in ‘09 by inconsistencies along the OL, which have not necessarily been addressed in the offseason, and ac-
companying ground game, which has seemingly been bolstered by the addition of versatile FA Chester Taylor
from the Vikings to share carries and catches with Matt Forte, who tailed off noticeably (from 1238 YR to 929)
after a stellar ‘08 debut. Another FA, ex-Charger Brandon Manumaleuna, fits the mold of blocking TEs in the

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Martz offense better than holdover Greg Olsen (team-best 60 catches LY), although the Bears say there will be room for both in the new-look attack.
Cutler should also be more comfy in his second year with WRs Devin Hester and Johnny Knox, both homerun threats, while Earl Bennett’s production

increased from O catches in ‘08 to 54 in ‘09 after his old Vanderbilt chum Cutler arrived on the scene.

Bottom line...Chicago looms as a curious NFC X-factor, especially with the chance Cutler (who began to settle late LY ) flourishes under Martz’ watch.
Lovie Smith and Jerry Angelo better hope so, because the McCaskeys are unlikely to continue to stay patient if the Bears miss the playoffs again.

PRESEASON NOTES: Lovie is a better exhibition dog (7-4) than a favorite (5-8-1; 1-5 laying more than 3). Chicago is “over” 9-3 the L3Ys.

It appears the Lions finally have their man. Perhaps more accurately, their men. After more than a
decade of frustration under a series of general managers and coaches with good intentions but often dubi-
ous credentials, Detroit re-established some credibility in 2009 even though the Lions won only two games.
But that was two more than in their infamous 0-16 season in 2008. The losing skein had reached 19 before
Detroit held on to edge the Redskins 19-14 in Game Three. New coach Jim Schwartz, used to winning as
the orchestrator of hustling, successful defenses of the Tennessee Titans the previous eight years, had a brief
meeting with his players in the locker room after that victory. Then, he sent them back out onto the field to
thank the loyal, long-suffering Detroit fans who had remained to celebrate.

The man who hired Schwartz is GM Martin Mayhew, who took over the failed regime of the excoriated
Matt Millen, whose questionable coaching hires and draft selections had made him the main target of rage in
the Motor City. In Mayhew—the former under-sized, over-achieving NFL CB with a law degree—the Lions
finally might have a front-office decision maker with multiple functional skills and judgement.

Although the returns are still early, Mayhew appears to have hit a home run with strong-armed, willing-
working QB Matthew Stafford, the Georgia junior who was the No. 1 overall pick in the 2009 draft. The
Lions knew they had their new face of the franchise in Game Ten, when the rookie fired a desperation pass
in the closing seconds vs. Cleveland, only to be hit hard and suffer a left shoulder separation. However, the
Browns were called for pass interference in the end zone, giving Detroit one un-timed down from the one.
Thanks partly to a timeout called by Cleveland, the injured Stafford insisted he could return for that single
play, hitting fellow rookie TE Brandon Pettigrew for the winning TDP in a 38-37 victory, then waving off
happy teammates trying to hug him while his shoulder was throbbing.

So the GM-HC-QB triumvirate seems to be in place for the Lions to begin working their way back up
the NFC North ladder. Detroit has not won a division since taking the NFC Central in 1993; hasn’t been
in the playoffs since 1999. And, despite snapping their losing streak, the 2009 Lions were still last in pass
defense, last in total defense, last in scoring defense, and gave up the most TDs in the NFL. With Stafford
and big-play WR Calvin Johnson around as the core building blocks for the offense, the major focus of the
offseason has thus been the defense.

Schwartz told Mayhew the defense needed to get bigger, faster and deeper in order to be better. The
selection of Nebraska A-A DT Ndamukong Suh (defensive coordinator Gunther Cunningham gave Suh
the highest draft grade he has ever given any player) was a plus. But the Lions also landed the likes of DT
Corey Williams (pleased to move to a 4-3 team) from Cleveland, CB Chris Houston from Atlanta, S Ko
Simpson from Buffalo, and S C.C. Brown from the Giants. No. 3 pick CB Amari Spievey from lowa will
get a chance to start, and FA CB Aaron Berry from Pitt impressed in minicamp with his NFL-like techniques.
HC Schwartz personally courted former Titan DE Kyle Vanden Bosch at 12:01 AM at the very opening of
free agency, saying the high-motor pass rusher “has a lot left in the tank” and is exactly what the team needs.
LY’s draft landed starting S Louis Delmas and MLB DeAndre Levy, while DE Cliff Avril (5% sacks LY)
was a beneficial sixth-round pick in 2008. Throw in ageless OLB Julian Peterson and a 2010 wild card in
former Army S Caleb Campbell (now a LB at 235 after his required two-year military hitch), and the Lion
defense might be able to pressure QBs better and cover receivers better than LY’s super-weak 26 sacks, 9
ints., and 68% completions.

Despite Stafford’s budding potential, LY showed clearly he was still a rookie, as he hit only 53.3% with
13 TDs vs. 20 ints., going 2-8 as a starter and missing 6 games due to shoulder and knee injuries. Fortunately,

Possession receiver Nate Burleson was courted from Seattle, and receiving TE Tony Schef-
fler acquired from Denver. G Rob Sims from Seattle adds depth and savvy to the OL. Veteran QB Shaun Hill (10-6 as a starter with S.F.; 7-1 at home)
was added to back up Stafford. Mayhew traded up to draft speedy RB Jahvid Best (who might also be used in the slot). Best and Scheffler provide

insurance for RB Kevin Smith & TE Pettigrew, both returning from ACL injuries late LY.

Bottom Line...The Ford family NFL franchise is finally on the rise. Five wins? Perhaps. Six? Maybe. Playoffs? Better hold up on the latter.

The Pack is back, alright. In fact, almost all of the way back. Which is why we’re a bit perplexed at some
of Green Bay’s offseason moves...or should we say lack thereof?

Even the best of teams usually doesn’t stand pat in this day and age in the NFL. But, barring some late
free-agent wheeling and dealing or highly unlikely trades, the Packers look as if they are going to attack 2010
with almost the same roster that made a pretty good fist of it in 2009.

Not that it might be a bad idea. Indeed, most observers believe the Pack progressed back to elite status
last season, finishing 11-5 and advancing to the postseason just a year removed from an infuriating 6-10 mess
that featured an astounding 0-7 mark (!) in games decided by four points or fewer. Not to mention silencing the
remaining Brett Favre groupies who were still upset at Green Bay for dealing away their hero in the summer
0of 2008. Of course, it didn t help that Favre surfaced last season with the Vikings, of all teams, and tormented
his old employer in a pair of wins that would eventually decide supremacy in the NFC North. But nobody is
saying any longer that GM Ted Thompson and HC Mike McCarthy made the wrong decision by making the
switch to Aaron Rodgers at QB two years ago. In fact, last year s Pack, with Rodgers at the helm, scored more
points (461) than any team in franchise history. As for Rodgers, he’s bettered 4000 YP in each of his first two
seasons as a starter and is part of an intriguing trivia answer, as Green Bay’s 2008-09 versions are the first in
NFL history to have a QB pass for more than 4000 yards (Rodgers), a RB gain over 1200 yards (Ryan Grant),
and a pair of 1000-yard receivers (Donald Driver and Greg Jennings) in back-to-back seasons. Although the
shadow of Favre hasn’t completely abandoned Lambeau Field (and probably won t as long as Brett stays active
and keeps winning), most cheeseheads seem to have finally accepted Rodgers as their new leader.

Which is all fine and dandy, especially in combination with a defense that adapted to new d.c. Dom Capers’
3-4 like ducks take to water a year ago. More on that in a moment. But what was the deal with Thompson and
McCarthy mostly sitting on their hands in the first wave of free agency, when a couple of roster tweaks might
be all Green Bay needs to get over the hump?

Thompson’s conservative personnel policy might make Pat Buchanan smile, but we wonder about a
contending team simply adding via the draft rather than the quick-fix route through free agency or trades.
Thompson addressed OL concerns by drafting Iowa T Bryan Bulaga in the first round instead of looking
for reinforcements from the FA ranks, and he mostly avoided upgrades for a secondary (save Georgia Tech
3rd-round pick Morgan Burnett) that appeared to need them when its lack of depth was ruthlessly exposed in
late-season shootout losses vs. the Steelers and in the wild 51-45 OT loss at Arizona in the Wild Card round.

Thompson did retain FAs such as OTs Chad Clifton and Mark Tauscher and a few others, but time will tell if

he could have done more.

Capers’ platoon might have been just as responsible for last year’s rebound as was the Rodgers-led offense.
Defenders mostly embraced the switch to Capers’ 3-4 scheme and posted some fine numbers, such as leading
the league in rush defense (only 83 ypg) and takeaways (40 of ‘em!), as well as vet CB Charles Woodson earn-
ing NFL Defensive MVP honors. With Woodson at 34, however, and with fellow CB Al Harris (on the mend
from serious knee surgery and ? for September) at 35, Green Bay is running a real risk on the edge if either
loses a step or two. Still, more familiarity in Capers’ system can only help the unit, whose only noteworthy
loss from LY was LB Aaron Kampman, never entirely comfortable with the switch from his old DE position
in Capers’ 3-4 before signing a FA deal with Jacksonville.

The only concerns on McCarthy’s West Coast offense appear to be along the OL, which wasn’t helped by
Rodgers’ tendency to hold on to the ball under pressure and resulting sack numbers (a league-worst 50 LY),

and where age and injury issues are a concern. Otherwise, all of the key skill position weapons (Rodgers, Grant, Jennings, Driver, and TE Jermichael
Finley, who had a breakout 2009 with 55 catches) return, although PK Mason Crosby might be on a short leash following a very so-so campaign (27

of 36 FGs).

Bottom line...With 21 of 22 starters back from LY’s playoff team, the Pack should be in the mix again. But windows of opportunity can shut just
as quickly as they open in the NFL, and we can’t help but wonder if Green Bay isn’t going to end up wishing it was just a bit more aggressive in the
offseason. Can the Pack overtake NFC contenders such as the Saints, Cowboys and Vikings by only adding a few rookies?

PRESEASON NOTES: McCarthy is 5-3 vs. the line in home exhibitions since taking over , and he loves offense (8-1 “over” his last 9).
