Making matters
more perplexing in Charlotte is the status of Fox, who doesn t have the luxury of turning to some veteran quick-fix artists to steady the ship if it begins
to list. And Fox’s potential status as a lame duck could become a distraction if the Panthers fade out of playoff contention.

How about a two-dat?

Indeed, New Orleans is going to have a hard time topping its raucous run to its first title, which culminated
in an exciting Super Bowl XLIV win over the Colts last February 7 in Miami. And we’re not sure we can expect
to be as entertained by a future champion, either. Unless, of course, it'’s the Saints.

We can hardly recall a more refreshing sporting development than New Orleans’ emergence, which was
accompanied by a joie de vivre rarely seen in the button-downed world of today’s NFL, where teams often look
and play alike, and title winners are frequently rewarded for ruthless, and often colorless, efficiency. The Saints,
however, were a different animal than we’re used to seeing, producing an exciting product (after all, they were
the league s highest-scoring team) and rarely failing to entertain. That a festive home town and an entire region
were so energized, even revitalized, by the team added another unique dimension. Moreover, New Orleans
succeeded without embarrassing itself, absent the shameless self-promoters, insufferable egotists, and off-field
controversies that often cloud the perceptions of other teams. About the only tabloid-like material we got from
the Saints was of the harmless variety, with RB Reggie Bush involved in an on-again, off-again relationship
(we think it'’s off now, but check back later in the year) with reality TV diva Kim Kardashian. New Orleans
was mostly just good, clean fun last season, featuring easy-to-like sorts such as QB Drew Brees and HC Sean
Payton, family men whose aw-shucks demeanors are a welcome departure from the many headline-grabbers
who are hard to digest in today’s NFL.

Brees and the “O” rightfully got a lot of credit for last year’s thrill ride, as did Payton, who rolled the dice
as expertly as a craps shooter in Tunica, especially in the Super Bowl when his nervy onside-kick to begin the
second half and subsequent successful challenge of a key two-point conversion illuminated his influence. But
the real difference between last season s Saints and other recent editions that fell short was on defense, where
Payton’s hiring of veteran d.c. Gregg Williams turned out to be a stroke of genius. Williams’ attack-minded
4-3 uncovered an absent big-play element, forcing 36 TOs and scoring 8 TDs in the first 12 weeks when the
team was on course to match the 16-0 regular-season mark of Bill Belichick’s 2007 Patriots. Injuries, however,
reduced the effectiveness of the stop unit down the stretch when the perfect record went up in smoke and the “D”
stopped forcing turnovers, although with most hands back on deck, the momentum-changing element returned
in the playoffs, capped by a couple of big picks by CB Tracy Porter to stop a late drive by the Vikings in the
NFC title game, and his 74-yard interception TD to seal the deal vs. the Colts.

Williams, however, will nonetheless be looking for improvement from his stop unit, which ended up ranked
25th in total yards (those late-season injuries and the brisk pace of Saints’ games having something to do with
that lower ranking). Re-signing playmaking FS Darren Sharper was crucial to the continuity of a platoon that
is looking for a bit more pass rush and hopes the addition of free-agent DEs Alex Brown (via Chicago) and
Jimmy Wilkerson (via Tampa Bay) can provide a boost, while LSU rookie DT Al Woods could emerge as a
valuable run-stuffer. First-round CB Patrick Robinson (Florida State) should see action in nickel packages and
add valuable depth, while his 4.38 speed could come in handy on special teams.

But it’s on the attack end where New Orleans sizzles. Remember, the Saints were on course to break the
2007 Patriots’ scoring record before bogging down in late December, and the only contributor who has departed
from LY was backup RB Mike Bell (signed by the Eagles). Brees, at 31 and in the prime of his career, can
be counted for more big numbers after completing an NFL-record 70.6%, plus 34 TDP for the second straight
year. He and Payton were reminded of the importance of balancing the attack late last season when the “O”
lost traction as the infantry was slowed by a rash of injuries. But the ground game provided a nice diversion

LY when ranking 6th, with Bush and slashing Pierre Thomas now likely complemented by emerging Lynell Hamilton. Big-play WRs Marques Colston,
Devery Henderson, and Robert Meachem combined for 20 TD catches, while TE Jeremy Shockey remains a threat underneath. PK Garrett Hartley also
now has the confidence of Payton after his game-winner in OT vs. the Vikings and 3-for-3 FG effort in the Super Bowl.
Bottom line...Replicating the magic of last season won’t be easy, and it’s worth noting that no NFC South champ has repeated since the divisions
were re-formatted in 2002. But the Saints are built for another deep run (and maybe a two-dat!) as long as Brees doesn’t get KO’d along the way.
PRESEASON NOTES: In the L3Ys, N.O. has been overrated (1-4) as home chalk, but is a robust 4-0 as a road dog and 2-0 as a road favorite.

24 points just once LY, so they don’t figure to prevail in many shootouts. At least the ride figures to be a bit smoother after a turbulent ‘09.
